INSTITUTIONAL REAUTHORIZATION PROCESS

Independent institutions and all out-of-state institutions authorized to operate in Ohio are required by statute to be reviewed on a periodic basis (Rule 3333-1-08 under Chapter 1713 of the Ohio Revised Code). Regents’ staff and the Association of Independent Colleges and Universities of Ohio have worked together to ensure that the reauthorization process flows as expeditiously as possible, with a special effort to ensure that the minimum necessary information is collected and that the Regents’ process avoids overlap or duplication of the work of regional and other accrediting bodies.

Specific Steps in the Reauthorization Process
1. Download the Institutional Reauthorization Short Form from the Regents website and use that template to develop your proposal.

2. Review the Institutional Reauthorization Fee Structure document from the Regents website.

3. Download the Request for Institutional Reauthorization Letter template from the Regents website. Use that template to develop a letter of intent to seek Institutional Reauthorization to submit to Regents staff.

4. Submit the letter along with the appropriate fee to Regents staff.

5. Develop the Institutional Reauthorization Short Form proposal with Regents staff as directed.

6. Submit proposal for staff review.

7. If staff identify major concerns and it is determined that a more comprehensive proposal must be developed and submitted, staff will direct the institution in that process and a more comprehensive proposal template will be provided for that purpose. The process for a more comprehensive institutional reauthorization review will mirror the process for submitting proposals and review of new program requests. Please find the Reauthorization Duties & Responsibilities for External Review document on the Regents website. The concluding part of that process (i.e., after the review process is completed), will be similar to what is described next.

8. If staff identify no major concerns and find the information submitted by the institution appropriate, the proposal will be submitted for consideration to the Regents’ Program Effectiveness, Research and Technology Committee (PERT) at the next available Ohio Board of Regents monthly meeting. The monthly meeting schedule may be found on the Regents website.

9. If the PERT Committee finds no concerns with the proposal, the proposal will be moved to the Board’s Consent Agenda for action at the next available Ohio Board of Regents monthly meeting.

10. The Board will take action on the resolution to grant continued authorization to the institution and authorized programs.

11. Staff will contact the institution to request the filing fee for the Secretary of State’s Office in order to file the institution’s new and amended Certificate of Authorization (i.e., amended to reflect the new authorization date timelines).

12. Once staff has received payment for the Secretary of State’s filing fee, a new amended Certificate of Authorization will be created and filed with that office and the newly created certificate will be mailed to the institution’s presiding officer.
