BACKGROUND

SOUTHERN STATE COMMUNITY COLLEGE
Associate of Applied Science Degree in Computer Technology

Jobs in the computer field are among the fastest growing in the country. In
response to the need for trained employees in information technology, Southern
State Community College has developed an Associate degree program in
Computer Technology. The new Computer Technology degree will offer students
the opportunity to concentrate their studies in three areas: Multimedia
Technology, Networking and Technical Support. Courses offered in these
specialized areas will provide students a solid educational and training
background needed for current and future employment opportunities. Students
will acquire up-to-date computer skills preparing them for  job opportunities in
the Information Technology field.

Southern State conducted a need assessment survey of local industries
confirming the regions need for trained individuals in this field. Industries
responding to the survey indicated they will need to hire 75 individuals within
the next year and the number grows increasingly over the next five years.

Career opportunities for Southern State graduates in the Computer Technology
field will include job titles such as: Software Support technician, Network
Administrator, Technical Writer, Publications and Web Developer, and Help
Desk Technician among others.
