Rep. Ted Celeste, Ohio General Assembly; Shaun Yoder, Executive Director, Business
Alliance for Higher Education and the Economy (BAHEE); Connie Myers, Student,
Columbus State Community College; and Donna Alvarado, Chair, Board of Regents.
Following the panel discussion, the audience will be invited to participate in the final 30
minutes.

Telecommunications and broadcast on The Ohio Channel.
