The AICUO offers the following comment: Student Choice Grant recipients do not represent the universe of undergraduates at Ohio independent colleges and cannot be used to analyze family income and education status in a way comparable to that published above for Ohio’s public sector. These grant recipients exclude, among independent-sector undergraduates, those who are not Ohio residents, those who are part-time (less than 12 credit hours per term), and those who started college before 1984 and are ineligible for the grant program. Even 4.3 percent of first-time freshmen who started in fall 1999 began as part-time students. Using only full-time students excludes a large share of nontraditional students, who are likely to have lower income and less prior family educational attainment.

Enrollments for independent campuses are Choice Grant recipients enrolled anytime during the academic year. Enrollments for proprietary campuses are Workforce Development Grant recipients enrolled anytime during the academic year.  Choice Grants and Workforce Grants are for full-time students, so a student who is enrolled part-time at an independent or proprietary institution would not be included as mobile or concurrent. The following comment is offered by the AICUO: Student Choice Grant recipients do not represent the universe of full-time, first-time freshmen at Ohio independent colleges and cannot be tracked thoroughly enough to generate mobility and concurrent enrollment rates comparable to that published above for Ohio’s public sector. These grant recipients exclude, among independent-sector undergraduates, those who are not Ohio residents, those who are part-time (less than 12 credit hours per term), and those who started college before 1984 and are ineligible for the grant program.

Certain campuses (e.g. Youngstown State University) which offer both an associate degree and a baccalaureate degree may report longer time-to-graduation for baccalaureate degrees if a student begins and completes an associate degree, stops out of enrollment for a number of years and then returns to the same campus to study for the baccalaureate degree.  In such cases, the first-year and term of study may be recorded by the campus as the beginning of study for the associate degree, thus artificially inflating the recorded total time-to-degree for the baccalaureate degree.
